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AP Wireless

The following slides will give you example scenarios to setup your network with different
combinations of the AP Wireless booster and network switch.

The Ethernet cable from the back of the AP Wireless booster will always go into the POE
port on the power unit for it.

Always connect the Ethernet cable from your laptop to an Ethernet port on the network
switch or to the Ethernet port on the power unit of the AP Wireless booster.

When connecting the AP Wireless booster to the network switch, use the Ethernet port
on the power unit to connect both. You then connect the network switch to the laptop via
Ethernet.

Once you have chosen your device connections, we always advise using a static |IP on your
computers and devices connected via ethernet to the switch, so the following slides also
show you how to configure that for different devices.

Go to ‘Settings’ and click ‘Network & internet’, Expand the menu for your ethernet connection,
then click on ‘Advanced network settings'. then click ‘Edit’ on ‘More adapter options'.

Go to ‘System Settings, then click ‘Network, Click the ‘Details’ button.
then click on your Ethernet connection.
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Setting Static IP Settings - macOS

Click TCP/IP then change the ‘Configure IPv4’
option to ‘Manually’.
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Setting Static IP Settings - iOS

Use these settings when you have your iOS device connected to the
network switch with an ethernet cable or when first connecting to the AP
Wireless wifi network (the settings will be remembered for future).

Go to ‘Settings/, then click on Change the ‘Configure IP’ Apply the same principles for
your network connection. option to ‘Manual’. fixed IP address settings.
